What are the special features?

There will be an opportunity to work with practising artists and/or designers, and use industry specific software to produce digital art/graphics.
What possible careers follow on from this course?

If you choose to continue your Art education and eventually a career within Art & Design, you will have a portfolio of work that will evidence your ability to pursue a love for a subject & develop your skills.  There may eventually be opportunities to work, for example, in local design offices, graphic companies and retail, or you may choose to be self-employed.
