In this course you will learn basic skills in all areas and develop your skills further in areas you enjoy most. You will get opportunities to develop your teamwork and skills and choose to perform / compose music that interests you. You will form a band and learn how to market your band and investigate the technical side of being in a band.

A’ level Music or Music Technology, A’ level Performance Studies, or any other Music or Performance course

Degree/HND/BTEC in Music or Performing Arts.

Practical environment

Great for building confidence and self esteem

Fun! No exams! No coursework!

Good way of ‘stress busting’ from more academic courses.

Positive, supportive environment – dare to be yourself and be different.

What possible careers follow on from this course?

Musician, Composer, Music Editing, Recording, Teaching Music, Music Therapist, Technician, Sound Engineer, any job requiring confidence and teamwork or leadership!
