What is it worth? AS Level
Why take this course?  Who is it for?

Before undertaking AS and Advanced Art and Design, you should ideally have achieved a level 2 (GCSE) qualification in Art and Design. It is expected that you have some experience of using art materials and processes together with some knowledge of contemporary and historical art and design. More importantly, you should have a commitment to and love of the subject and feel motivated to develop your visual skills and express your ideas in working through assignments. This course is suitable for students who are: keen to develop their visual skills, creative, enthusiastic and imaginative, able to sustain an investigation, able to enjoy visits to galleries, museums, workshops and studios, willing to experiment and take risks in their work, willing to review their progress and make improvements.

What does this course involve?

The course covers a range of activities and more in-depth assignments. You will have the opportunity to experiment with different media in order to explore your strengths and preferences. You may choose to work graphically or using photography; there are a wide range of options for different specialisms or you may choose to work in several areas. Whatever your choice, the main aim of the course is to develop your visual language skills.

What possible progression routes are available after taking this course?

On completion of your GCE Art and Design course, you might progress to further or higher education. Courses might include:

· BTEC Higher National Diploma in Art and Design

If you choose to seek employment, you will have a portfolio of work that will evidence your ability to pursue a two-year advanced course in art and design, having covered different assignments and produced a range of work. There may be opportunities to work for example, in local design offices, graphic companies, retail and self-employment.

Unit 1: AS Art and Design Coursework

Unit 2: AS Externally Set Assignment - externally set theme and internally marked 

The Advanced Subsidiary (AS) GCE is the first half of the GCE course and consists of Units 1 and 2. It may be awarded as a discrete qualification or contribute 50 per cent of the total Advanced GCE marks.
