Why take this course?  Who is it for?

For students who enjoy Drama, performing, design and being creative. For people who enjoy working as part of a team or individually.
What does this course involve?

1) Devise a performance:

Learn about a variety of theatre practitioners and styles of theatre. You can choose to be assessed on either your acting or theatre design skills such as: make up, set design, lighting and sound. You will also complete a written report on the practical work, this will include reference to any live performances which have influenced your performance, decision making, technical elements and evaluation of your own and group performance. 

2) Performance from a text: (Externally assessed). 

You will be assessed on either acting or technical skill on a scene from a published play. 

3) Written examination:

You will be assessed on your ability to analyse one set text as an actor, designer and director and to evaluate practical work (scripted performance).
