Physics:

Biology:

Some biologists work as researchers and technicians in universities, hospitals, research institutes or industry - maybe taking the opportunity to travel and work in laboratories all over the world. Other biologists work in scientific support services and become forensic scientists, ecological consultants or biomedical scientists. Biology qualifications also open the door to many careers outside science such as journalism, nursing, publishing and accountancy.
