Why take this course?  Who is it for?

Textiles GCSE is a practical-based subject which requires students to apply their knowledge and understanding of how fashion garments, textile products and furnishings are developed, planned, produced and evaluated. Textiles is suited to students who have an interest in fashion design, students should be committed and hard working as own research and development is essential. You will be expected to provide some of the materials that you will use.
What does this course involve?

During the course, students will be introduced to a variety of dyeing and creative fabric techniques which include the following - Batik, silk painting, space dyeing, appliqué, machine and hand embroidery techniques.  The focus of the course encourages research and development of ideas through a variety of creative processes and students need to research the subject from a historical, cultural and contemporary perspective.
